Confirmation has been received from our insurers that we are covered for the placement of the bench.  It was 
agreed a Peppercorn rent of £20 be paid to Mr and Mrs Goodchild (who have said they will donate to the School).  
Mr and Mrs Goodchild would like to place another tree trunk bench (similar to the one that was removed) but so 
far the clerk has not found a suitable supplier.  Councillor Alun Jones will investigate sourcing a suitable tree 
trunk.  No budget was agreed at this stage. 
 

13 Wildflower Planting in the Parish – to agree a budget for seeds
